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Abstract:

The National AIDS Control Organization of India (NACO) had estimated, till last year, that the number of HIV positive people in India, at the end of 2006 should be upwards of six million. However, their latest survey shows that this number is between two and three million. We shall argue why their number should have been "about 2.5 million" in the first place."
